Janie M McDonald
Trained in textiles, ceramics and printmaking, I produce my own work, teach textiles and mixed media for adult education and do art and craft workshops with children. I’ve been involved in longer residencies, one day workshops and short 1/2hr sessions for local authorities, schools and Barnardos. I’ve also worked on countryside and heritage projects helping children to interpret nature and their environment using art as a medium. 
Programmes for art clubs/residencies
Matisse and his Textiles – I use Matisse as inspiration for a set of five workshops where the children look at how an artist’s life and experience influences their work.

We paint brightly coloured patterns (seen in Matisse’s early work), we make printing blocks and print monochrome patterns. We cut all these up and make big collaged backgrounds, giving the children the opportunity to make something big that’s all their own. We look at how artists simplify images (seen in Matisse’s later work), playing a ‘pictionary’ type game, and each child simplifies an image of their choice. The simple image is then cut or torn out from brightly coloured paper and applied to the surface of the collage.

Ceramics – five sessions exploring clay in 2 and 3 dimensions, pinching, twisting, pulling………
Textiles – five sessions exploring images in fabric and stitch, layering and sandwiching, stretching and wrinkling…….

Felt making – wet felting & 3D felt flowers

Five assorted sessions – I can also do a programme of one off sessions exploring a range of arts/crafts from the following list:

Felt making

Print making with fruits, veg and fish!

Drawing from observation including drawing exercises with eyes closed, with feet, to music…….

Kite making

Making 3D models using willow withies and paper

Making dangling dragonflies, butterflies, fish, birds

Mosaic pictures from observational drawing

I’m happy to do one day workshops and longer residencies. I’m very adaptable with a wide range of skills and will work on any theme, fitting in to National Curriculum guidelines if required.
